IWRMP

v An IWRMP is a plan aimed at dealing with the
soclo-economic, technical, financial, institutional
and environmental issues as they pertain to
management of the water resource.

The primary objective of the Guideline is to

assist a Local Authority to develop an IWRMP to
facilitate implementation of IWRM and apply for
a water use authorisation
