Award Description

The Water Institute of Southern Africa invites nominations or submissions to the Dr GG Cillié Award.  This prestigious award acknowledges high level research in anaerobic and sludge processes and technologies.  The award is biennially awarded to the student who made the most significant contribution to the understanding and application of anaerobic and sludge handling processes and technologies.

Conditions

Applicants must be registered students at recognized South African Tertiary learning institutions.  A research paper, which complies with generic guidelines as stipulated by scientific journals, must be submitted to be considered for the awarding of the trophy.  The paper must have been presented or/or submitted/accepted for publication within the last 2 years.

The scientific paper to be submitted for award consideration can either be done in hard copy, by fax or electronically, on/before 15 May 2006, to the address of the Administrator of the Award.  No late submissions will be considered.

Selective Criteria

The paper will be evaluated using the following criteria:

Is the research new and an original contribution?

Its scientific value/contribution on this specific field?

Are the methods sound and adequately described? (Scientifically and statistically)

Are the conclusions and interpretations sound and justified by the data?

Is the abstract accurate and informative?

Are the references correctly cited and listed?  (Please note: Preferably at least 50% of references cited should refer to work done in the last 5 years or less).

Does the title adequately reflect the content?

The research papers will be evaluated by an Evaluation Committee consisting of the Management Members of the WISA-ASP Division.

Value of the Award

The Dr GG Cillié award consist of a floating trophy and a R3 000,00 cash prize.  The award will be handed over to the successful student at the Conference Dinner in May 2006 of the Biennial WISA Conference, to be held in Durban.
