We were pleased to have Graham Devey staying on as member even though he is now retired from Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Municipality (NMMM) service.

We have had one branch meeting since the last Council meeting held on 15 September 2005.
The meeting was arranged by WISA Eastern Cape branch in conjunction with Amatola Water in East London. Messrs AM Mancotywa and CJ Dickson attended the meeting and the chairman could not attend as he had recently undergone a heart surgery. 

Amatola Water who was awarded a Patron Membership status had been asked to host the Presidential visit as well as the branch meeting on 2 November 2005. 

The meeting was held at Nahoon Dam, East London, and approximately 35 delegates. About 15 delegates joined the technical tour to Laing Dam Water Treatment Works upgrade and extension project. The branch meeting was held at Amatola Water’s Head Office in East London. The President and CEO left the meeting after few discussions as they had to catch a flight to Cape Town for their next meeting. Fruitful discussions were held with members and potential members from Amatola Water, Buffalo City, Amathole and Chris Hani Municipalities. 

Challenges

Formation of the nodal branches. This has been necessitated by logistical problems in arranging monthly meetings.

Commitment from the municipalities to allow members to attend WISA meetings. 

The nodal branch committee operating in the NMMM will continue to operate until a nodal branch has been set up in East London. These nodal branches will organize monthly meetings in their areas with at least one or two joint meetings per year. 

Finally, both formal and informal discussions held during the tour to and from the Laing Dam were fruitful. 

It is our intention to market WISA more actively in the Nelson Mandela Bay and its surrounding areas as well as to work closely with Amatola Water in order to keep our members from East London and surrounding areas happy.

Our programme for this year is to have the following: -
1. Site visit to Kelvin Jones WWTW currently being extended from 18 to 24 Ml/d.
2. Half- day seminar on Nutrient or Sludge management.
3. Fishwater Flats WWTW and Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Municipality’s sewage pump stations’  SCADA system.
4. Visit to Elandsjacht WTW in Humansdorp.
5. Meeting in a venue to be decided with Amatola Water giving presentation on topics of common interests.
Items 1 and 2 could not be held last year due to delays in the completion of various contracts in these projects. It is also the intention of the branch to organise an educational trip to the Elandsjacht Water Treatment Works as part of the water learnership programme.
The balance of funds available for this branch stands at R18 662 on WISA loan account and about R1403 in petty cash.
