No meetings were held. The next one is scheduled for early October.  

· Meeting at Rand Water.

            The workshop was held on the 22nd of July 2004 at Rand Water Analytical   Services Vereeniging. About 20 people with groups of 2 or 3 representing different companies attended the workshop. 

            Dr. M. Steynberg made a presentation on education and training in the water sector. The workshop dealt with the different approaches to training different kinds of people. Different people respond differently to different training methods and a thorough assessment of the individuals to be trained should reveal what approach to use when training him/her. It is also important to determine if the individual is suitable for training.

            The workshop provided information on how to train and also to assess the necessity for training in a particular department. 

            Dr. Steynberg emphasised the importance of continuous training and that training and progress should be recorded. The person sent for training should be able to better contribute to the success of the company after the training. After every training session a report-back should be given to the relevant superiors on what was learnt and how it will be applied in the work situation.

            After the presentation by Dr. Steynberg, members of the Rand Water train, a group responsible for educating learners at primary and secondary level on water issues and purification made a presentation. This group of about 4 individuals gave a presentation, as they usually would do for the learners. 

            First he had a slide presentation and later everyone present were divided into groups of  5 and asked to purify 1 litre of water with all the items and instructions provided. The volume and the purity of the end product were then evaluated at the end of the exercise. This little exercise is effective in showing the young children as well as those who do not know, how exactly water is purified on a large scale.
