Activities for the Period:

· WISA/IWA Conference 9-12 August 2005: WISA ASP prime focus during this period was organizing the Conference on the Management of Residues Emanating from the treatment of Water and Wastewater Treatment hosted by the IWA Sludge Management Specialist Group & WISA Anaerobic and Sludge Management Division Conference.
